A city the size of El Pasc should have an engineering department capable of
calculating the energy efficiency of it's buildings. Recent city administrations
have deemphasized city engineering department functions, This has ledta g
loss of community oriented engineering and as a consequence higher costs o
taxpayers lo heat/cool and light their buildings. Rather than sustaining and
haning expert El Paso angineers, tasked with caloulating the best solutons for
buifding in El Pasg. Elected representatives have delegated this important
funclion to the private sector, to architects, to specify how our buildings are
constructed. This has resulted in architecture based on electricity to supply light
and natural gas to supply haat, with almost total disragard for fres Sunlight.

El Paso is not an architectural style and it could be if we demanded that be so, We
are ane of the few cities so blessed with inexhaustable secure Solar energy.

A brief tour of the city, with Solar emnargy in mind this Winter Solstice, convincas me
that much better energy efficiency is not only pessible, but vitally urgent.
